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    Since this is respect life month in the Catholic Church, I wanted to share a story about one woman who did respect life – and her choice has made a difference in the life of virtually every person in this church. Her name is Joanne Shiebel. In 1954, she was a young unmarried college student who discovered that she was pregnant. In the 1950’s, her options were limited. She could have an abortion – but the procedure was both dangerous and illegal. She could have gotten married, but she wasn’t ready and didn’t want to interrupt her education. Joanne opted, instead, to give birth to the the baby and put it up for adoption. 

    And so, it was, in 1955 a California  couple named Paul and Clara Jobs adopted a baby boy, born out of wedlock, that they named Steven. We know him today as Steven Jobs. It would not be overstating that Steve Jobs is my generation’s of Thomas Edison. He knew what the world wanted to be before the world knew that it wanted it.

    If you have an IPhone or an IPad, or anything remotely resembling them, you can thank Steve Jobs. And, you can thank Joanne Shiebel. And if you want to know how much one life can matter, there is just one example here. Now, imagine all the unmarried pregnant college students who make that different choice today. The horrifying truth is this: we now live in a culture that only does not respect life, but discards it like trash – not only at the beginning of life, but also at the end, and every place in between. What has happened to us? When will it end? The nightmare will end when we acknowledge that life is inconvenient, and difficult, and unplanned. But nothing, and no one, is ever unplanned or unwanted when the one doing the planning and wanting is God.

    “Respect life” needs to be more than a catchphrase. It needs to be a way of living. Respect life, not just in the womb, but everywhere, at every time, in all circumstances – within our families, our communities, the places we work and do business. It means treating every life with dignity, and honoring every life as a gift.

    As we begin this weekend the Novena for respect of all life, please pray with me for an end to all abuses that lead to the termination and indignities shown towards all of God’s precious creation. And God saw all of creation and said “It is good.”

LOVING GOD PERFECTLY WITH HIS 

OWN DIVINE LOVE

(Excerpt from 33 Days to Merciful Love by Father Michael E. Gaitley, MIC)

     The Mass is, as it were, heaven on earth.  It provides us the opportunity, in the veiled form of Sacrament, to love God as He loves us, to actually love Him perfectly.  …It happens when the priest at the altar takes the Body and Blood of Christ into his hands and offers it up to God the Father with these words: “Through Him, and with him, and in him, O God, almighty Father, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all glory and honor is yours forever and ever. Amen.”…Jesus is giving himself Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity into our hands: literally in the hands of the priest, and spiritually, in the hands of the lay faithful who unite their own sacrifices to the offering of the priest…  Then together, each in his own way, we offer Jesus’ infinite sacrifice of love to the Father and ourselves. That’s the moment when Jesus’ sacrifice becomes our sacrifice, Jesus’ love becomes our love, Jesus’ offering of himself becomes our offering of ourselves.  Specifically, we love the Father with the perfect love of the Son, in the unity of the Holy Spirit.
