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    The Scripture passages from the Old Testament and New on this Second Sunday of Lent are like bookends. On one side of the bookshelf, the story is of Moses going up to Mount Sinai to receive the Ten Commandments. When he came down from the mountain, having been in the presence of God, his face shone brightly. The people of Israel could not even look at Moses. On the other side of the bookshelf we’ve Jesus going up a different mountain for the event of His Transfiguration. We hear in Luke His clothing became white and dazzling while a cloud overshadowed them.
    In Scripture, mountains are synonymous with the majesty and dominion of God. The prophet Elijah challenged the priests of Baal on Mount Carmel. The Temple was constructed on Mount Zion. Jesus was crucified on Mount Calvary. On the mountain something important would always happen like the Sermon on the Mount, on the Mount of Olives, and so on. Even now, it’s common for those who want to get in touch with the nearness of God to go to the mountains. Perhaps you or someone you have known has found renewal and new insights in making a trip to the mountain for camping, hiking, backpacking. 

    For many, a mountain experience is not possible or easy to accomplish. We lead busy lives. And we get a lot of positive reinforcement for being responsible, predictable, and easy to get a hold of. Plus, we’ve got this little voice deep down inside of us that keeps telling us how important we are and how the world might fall apart if we weren’t here to keep it running smoothly.

    On Tabor, the mountain where Jesus’ Transfiguration took place, the disciples were given courage and strength in their lives to not be afraid, as in elder years we worry about the aging process, pensions, loss of friends and our independence. In younger years we fear about finding good jobs, good friends, being liked and finding a secure place in life. In mid- years we may fear for our family, friends, our future. Fear can cloud our lives - and God is the light in our fears.

    Maybe we can’t make a trip to the mountain so there are other places to find grace to have strength in our fears, to find faith, hope and love. We all need to find the times we are transfigured and renewed. Often those places are quite accessible.

WHAT IS YOUR ORANGE JUICE?
When we squeeze an orange, we get orange juice.  Why? Because that is what is inside the orange.  The juice is the essence of the orange.  Lent is a time to ask ourselves “What comes out of me when life puts the squeeze on me?”  How we respond to life – our attitudes, values, and patterns of behavior – expresses who we are: it reveals our essence. Let us reflect on what ‘comes out of us’ when life squeezes us and pray that our way of proceeding will be recognized as worthy of the label ‘disciple of Jesus.’ Here are ten ways to revitalize the juice this Lenten season: 

  Slow Down – Set aside 10 minutes a day for silent prayer or meditation. 
  Read a good book – You could choose the life of a saint, a spiritual how-to, an inspirational book or one of the pope’s new books.

  Be kind – Go out of your way to do something nice for someone else every day.

  Get involved – Attend a Lenten lecture or spiritual program.

  Volunteer at your parish – Whether it’s the parish fish fry, cleaning the church or helping with the food drive, it will give you a chance to help others.

  Reach out – Invite an inactive Catholic to come with you to Mass, Bible Study or other Lenten program

  Pray – Especially for people you don’t like and for people who don’t like you.

  Tune out – Turn off the television and spend quality time talking with family members or friends.

  Clean out closets – Donate gently used items to those less fortunate

  Donate – Pick a Catholic mission and decide how you can help by sending money, clothing or supplies.

VIRGINIA BISHOPS’ STATEMENT ON

 BORN ALIVE ACT VOTE
Virginia Bishops’ Statement on U.S. Senate’s Failure to Pass the Born-Alive Abortion Survivors Protection Act

February 25, 2019

     We are deeply dismayed and astounded that the U.S. Senate has failed to pass the Born-Alive Abortion Survivors Protection Act (S. 311). It is a matter of common sense and basic human decency to require, as S. 311 would have, that any health care practitioner present when a child is born alive following an abortion give the same degree of care to preserve the life and health of the child as would be given to any other newborn. That this bill did not pass unanimously – let alone even pass at all – is appalling and beyond comprehension. We are dismayed and outraged that Virginia’s U.S. Senators Warner and Kaine voted against this critical lifesaving legislation.

     We urge the Senate to reconsider its decision as soon as possible.

This joint statement has been issued by Most Reverend Michael F. Burbidge, Bishop of Arlington, and Most Reverend Barry C. Knestout, Bishop of Richmond.
