By freely giving our money and possessions,


we learn to trust the Lord more deeply for our own daily 


needs. 

    Finally, an emphasis on PRAYER during Lent is a way to stir up 


our love and ardor by having a deepening conversation


with the Almighty.  Remember that the light of God’s love


shines more brightly in the darkness of the recognition


of our own sinfulness.
