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    Welcome to Easter!  The events leading up to this great day and season through Holy Week have been amazing as always.  I am so grateful to all of our liturgical ministers and staff for so generously being a part of the planning, preparation and celebrations this year.  Easter is here!! It’s not over!!  Easter is just getting started.  God is just getting  started.  We do a great disservice to our faith when we let ourselves think it ends with Easter Day. 
    Yes, the Easter egg hunts are over.  Yes, the mid-Week services are over.  Yes the beautiful flowers will in the days and weeks ahead begin to lose the vibrant colors they have this day.  Yes, sadly, there will be far fewer people in our pews next Sunday and beyond.  But Easter is not over!  It’s just getting started.  Easter and Resurrection are all about transformation.  The symbols of Resurrection are many. 

     Take an egg for example.  An egg is totally changed.  What is yellow and white inside becomes alive with feathers and a chirp; a chicken, a robin, a sea gull, a sandpiper.  Another Easter symbol is the seed, or acorn.  You can look at a seed and never imagine what color it may turn out to have.  Similarly with a caterpillar and butterfly.  These are Resurrection symbols because they become something else, totally unforeseen and beautiful. 

    There are also human Resurrection symbols:  a person recovering from drug addiction or alcoholism become what they have despaired of happening.  They are the same persons, but now transformed; they have new life, new hopes, and new possibilities.  Another Resurrection symbol might be a teenager becoming an adult; the same but different with the new beauties of maturity and responsibility. 

    The Resurrection is an invitation to look around to see transformation, to see what is evil being changed, what is immature becoming adult, what appears inert like an egg or seed sprouting life.  The SIGNS of Resurrection are around to be seen and heard and celebrated for those open to new possibilities. 

     The WORK of Easter—God’s work of renewing our faith and the world is made known to the world by believers like you and me through our actions.  How will you show the world what God has done for your today?  How will you celebrate the gift of new life?  Easter is not over.  We are just getting started!!!!

Reason to not be a catechist #1:

“I am hesitant to become a catechist because….I don’t know if I can handle a group of kids. I don’t know if kids will like me.”

Response: Everyone is nervous going into a classroom on their first day of teaching - even veteran catechists! The good news is that most of the children are already attending school and know what is appropriate behavior and what is not.  The bad news is that, yes, at times they occasionally act up.  However, children thrive when there are clear expectations of behavior and clear consequences when they cross the line.  As long as you are friendly, fair and firm, classroom discipline becomes a non-issue. And…people of all ages like someone who is friendly, fair and their word can be trusted.

CELEBRATING EASTER
“What is today about?”  asked the Sunday School teacher to a group of preschoolers one Easter morning.  “The Easter Bunny brought eggs,” was the immediate and unequivocal reply.  An unbiased observer, perhaps a visitor from another planet, might conclude that our Easter celebration is as much a festival of bunnies, eggs, candy, and new clothes as a celebration of Jesus’ resurrection.  We’re not suggesting that you should banish all of your Easter traditions, but read on for some suggestions on how to make Easter a more joyful and faith-filled experience for your whole family.

THE REASON FOR THE SEASON

The first step is to share the Easter story with your child.  Even if your child knows the story, tell it again.  We all pick up different insights over time.  There can be no resurrection without death, so the Easter story includes the Passion and death of Jesus.  For younger children, be sensitive about discussing the violent details of Jesus’ death.  You are the best judge of what your child is ready to understand.  You can share more details when he or she is older.  Easter Sunday is our most joyful holiday and it starts a 50-day-long Easter season, when we hear what happened next each week in Mass. 

HOW TO CELEBRATE

Easter is a time for joy because of what God has done.  It is also a time for serious reflection about what it means for us to be followers of Jesus and to participate in his ministry.  His resurrection was, after all, God’s answer to the forces that opposed Jesus’ ministry.  It was a sign that the ministry of healing, teaching, and suffering on behalf of the poor and outcasts did not end on the cross.  What does this say about how we might best celebrate Easter?  We don’t have to toss all the candy or ban the Easter bunny—and we most definitely should still be celebrating—but we can be intentional about how we choose to do so.  You might be concerned about how your child would react to making any changes to your tradition, but you might be surprised.  Try this:  after telling your child what the Easter story is about, ask what they think would be good ways to celebrate that.  Then have a family conversation to make some decisions together.
A CELEBRATION IDEA

Have a special Easter feast as a family.  Get everyone involved in the preparation so no one has to do too much.  Light candles.  Begin with prayer.  Enjoy each other’s company!
