MESSAGE FROM BISHOP KNESTOUT
    On February 17, 2020, Bishop Barry C. Knestout announced an Independent Reconciliation Program.  This program is a continuation of his commitment to “respond in charity and in justice” to assist victim survivors who, as minors, were sexually abused by Catholic clergy of our Diocese. This program is intended to be a resource for them on their paths of healing.

     Today Bishop Knestout suspended all public Masses in the Diocese until further notice.

As God’s sons and daughters, we draw close to the Lord and remember Jesus’ constant refrain in the Gospels, “Do not be afraid”.  Fear is the Devil’s greatest tool; but as our holy patroness Saint Therese teaches us, we who believe trust in God’s goodness.
