In the app, you will be able to view Mass 

times, bulletins, go to the website, online giving, prayer requests, 

and notifications.  To receive notifications, you need to be sure that 

you enable notifications.  To enable the notifications, go to the 

notifications setup block on the main menu, tap on it and check the 

box for General Messages and save it.  Once enabled you will 

receive notifications from the parish office, for example: a funeral 

service day and time, unexpected office closure or cancellation of 

events.

     Today Bishop Knestout suspended all public Masses in the 
Diocese until further notice.  All non-essential meetings at the 
church are cancelled. 
     Our church is open Monday through Thursday 9:00 to 2:00 
for private prayer before the Blessed Sacrament, which is in the 
tabernacle on our main altar. The daily Mass chapel, however, is 
closed until further notice. Please understand that, per the 
instructions of the Bishop, no more than 10 people can be in our 
church at one time. 
     Let us pray for healing for those who have contracted the 
coronavirus, for protection for caregivers, and for an end to this 
pandemic. As God’s sons and daughters, we draw close to the 
Lord and remember Jesus’ constant refrain in the Gospels, “Do 
not be afraid”.
