Historian:  Jeri Trudeau is still taking pictures, but many people are refusing to sign the permission forms from the diocese for any kind of publication beyond just our group. Maybe we can have a picture party to see all the fun things we are again doing.
OLD BUSINESS: 

Fall Craft Bazaar: Saturday, October 15th in the Social Hall, 9a.m.-2p.m.   We have 19 vendors who have bought 25 tables for the Bazaar.  The meeting room will hold the tables for the Theresians’ crafts and some donated crafts. The majority of the tables will be in the social hall, with greeters in the commons area. Linda will open the church at 6:00 a.m. Vendors can start setting up at 7:00 a.m. If they are not set up by 8:30 they will forfeit their table and fee. Concessions will have hot dogs, and BBQ.  The King’s Daughters are providing desserts and we are asking the Theresians to sign up for donations of drinks for sale. Margie said there are still tables to sell. We will display the raffle baskets this Sunday for all to see and purchase raffle tickets at the Bazaar. Please sign up to help with set up, clean up or working in concessions or with the Theresians’ crafts. We need help setting up Thursday and Friday from 9 a.m. to noon. There are still yellow and white signs and posters that can be taken for advertising and put out this Sunday. There is a banner outside of the church and we have advertised in the Gazette Journal.

Father Gregory’s Birthday gift:  We ordered a round of Father’s favorite cheese from Our Lady of the Angels Monastery. A post card was passed around confirming the order, which was delivered to him.
Holiday Cookie Sale:   Jan has confirmed the date with the office for December 10th and 11th and cookies can be brought in the morning of the 10th when we will be setting up or dropped off Friday, be sure to label them for the cookie sale. Please bake what you can, wear gloves and masks while baking.  You can bring the cookies in bulk or package and mark for a serving size of whatever you make.  Be sure to label what kind of cookies or bake goods you bring and if there are nuts or any allergy specific ingredients. Gloves will be provided at the November meeting.  It was approved that we raise the price to $6 per pound since the cost of ingredients are going up.  Please sign up at the November meeting to help with set up, selling, weighing and clean up.  We will also need 2 cashiers. Glenda Espiritu and Teresa Hinton agreed to coordinate the cookie sale for Saturday; Jan Daum will coordinate the sale for Sunday .
Support Kentucky Flood Victims:  The group approved a one-time donation of $500 to a Catholic Church or the Diocese in the flood area that we could send money to for Flood relief. The group also approved a one-time donation of $500 to a Catholic Church for Florida Disaster relief in North Fort Meyers area. Ann Foster is researching addresses for both of these one-time donations. 
March and April Meeting Dates:  Our March meeting has been changed from the third Sunday to Friday, March 3, 2023, following clean up from Soup with Love (approximately 2:00 p.m.). Hostesses for the March 3rd meeting only need to provide coffee.  Linda Conway can use our help with meatless soups, breads, serving, set up and clean up. Gift to Rectory:  Gary brought it to our attention that a new deck has been put in at the rectory and it might be nice to have an insulated fire pit and/or covered firewood rack if the Theresians would like to donate one or both.  It was decided to look into prices for both and discuss at the next meeting.
Commemorative Candle:  It was decided to buy one commemorative candle for $10 for all deceased women of the parish for All Souls Day.
